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  (Sioux City, Iowa) – Welcome to the 10th Annual GPAC Football Media Day!  It’s hard to believe but the 
GPAC is set to celebrate its ten year anniversary this season.  Since league play started in the fall of 2000 
the GPAC has enjoyed a great run as one of the most powerful NAIA conferences in the country.  To date 
the GPAC has 15 NAIA National Champions (two in football) and last year boasted 480 NAIA Scholar-
Athletes!  Thank you to all the media who have helped promote the GPAC since 2000 and we look forward 
to the next ten years (and more) of academic and athletic excellence in the Great Plains Athletic 
Conference! 
  Last year brought 12 football teams to the playing fields of the Great Plains Athletic Conference (GPAC) 
with Dordt College fielding their first ever varsity team.  After a competitive ten game regular season 
schedule Sioux Falls emerged as the conference champion with a perfect 10-0 record.  The Cougars 
defeated Morningside 34-31 in a top-five, final Saturday of the regular season, showdown at Bob Young 
Field in Sioux Falls.  When the dust settled on the season four teams were ranked in the final NAIA 
football poll (Sioux Falls, Morningside, Northwestern, and Dakota Wesleyan) and The University of Sioux 
claimed their third National Football Championship (1996, 2006, and 2008). 
  Sioux Falls defeated Carroll College 23-7 in a 1 vs. 2 matchup in Rome, Georgia.  Shorter College and 
Rome hosted the NAIA National Championship for the first time after a 12 year run in Savannah, 
Tennessee. 
  The 2009 GPAC schedule will once again consist of ten games played over eleven weeks.  Each team will 
not play one team from the other half of the conference (same as 2008).  The conference standings will be 
in one grouping of 12 teams again this year. 
  Seven GPAC teams will step away from league play for an eleventh game this year.  Hastings College 
will open the season with a Thursday night home matchup with Peru State on August 27.  The GPAC will 
once again take part in the College Fanz First Down Classic in Platte City, Missouri, on Saturday, August 
29, as Doane will match up against Avila in the 1PM afternoon game.  Also getting an early start to the 
season will be Briar Cliff as they host Grand View on August 29th at 1PM in Sioux City.   
  A pair of GPAC football teams will be playing up a level this year with some tough road trips.  Sioux 
Falls will play NCAA Division I Football Championship Subdivision (FCS) North Dakota on October 17 at 
Grand Forks.  The Cougars will play the Fighting Sioux again in 2011.  Midland Lutheran will battle 2008 
NCAA Division III National Runner-Up Wisconsin Whitewater on the road in a September 12 game.  
Other non-conference games in 2009 include Dordt hosting Waldorf  (Sept. 12) and Peru State playing at 
Dana (Oct. 17).

GPAC Team Previews for the 2009 Season  

Provided by Each School’s Sports Information Director 
 

Briar Cliff Preview (by: Jared Bodammer) 
The Briar Cliff football program is looking to take another step this season under second-year 
head coach Tom Rethman.  The Chargers’ roster lists over 85 student-athletes, including 26 
returning letter winners.  The majority of the offense returns, minus its signal caller and a pair of 
linemen.  The eight returning starters should help the offense find its identity in 2009.  The unit 
includes an experienced receiving core led by senior Luke Roder and juniors Chase Colvin and 
Andrew Prohaska.  The trio combined for 1,556 receiving yards in 2008.  The Chargers also 
feature a solid backfield made up of senior David Shepard and sophomores Stavhn Leavy and 
Julian Lee.  Shepard led the team with 508 net rushing yards a season ago.  Defensively, the 
Chargers were hit hard by graduation.  Only four starters return on the defensive side of the ball, 
headlined by the interior line backing duo of senior Jarrod Makovicka and junior Eric Bolin.  
Makovicka led the conference with 97.5 tackles last season, while Bolin chipped in 56.5 tackles 
in his second year with the program.  The team, which is coming off a 2-9 record a season ago, 
lost a trio of games by a combined eight points.  The keys for the Chargers in 2009 will be the 
development of newcomers on defense and the ability of the offense to establish a running game 
and limit its turnovers.   

Concordia Preview (by: Dan Oetting) 
First-year head coach Vance Winter will have his hands full and his eyes on the road ahead as he 
guides the Bulldogs in 2009. After a 1-9 season last year, there's no good reason to stare at the 
rear-view mirror. Concordia's defensive line will be young, but the good news is that across the 
board they already have experience. Drew Rodine, for example, led Concordia's defensive line in 
tackles last year as a freshman and is expected to make an even greater impact with a year under 
his belt. At linebacker, Daniel Crowe will return to a spot after sitting out all but two quarters of 
last season due to injury. He will likely be joined by Will Cox, a transfer from Henderson State 
University (Arkadelphia, Ark.). On the offensive side of the ball, senior center Dustin Ehlers will 
anchor a young but promising Bulldog line. The Bulldogs will look to wide receiver Jamarcus 
Walker and running back Derrick Woods for firepower in their offensive attack. 
 
Dakota Wesleyan Preview (by: Matt Higgins) 
The 2008 Dakota Wesleyan University football team was the surprise of the Great Plains Athletic 
Conference thanks to the Tigers’ best season in 15 years.  DWU was named the 2008 South 
Dakota Men’s College Team of the Year by the SDSA after it finished atop a tie for third place in 
the league standings with a 7-3 record and climbed as high as No. 23 in the NAIA Football Top 
25 Coaches’ Poll.  The Tigers enter the 2009 season in unfamiliar territory as one of the GPAC 
favorites, but a strong group of returning players and an excellent recruiting class have DWU in 
excellent position to provide an exciting encore to their 2008 breakout.  
 



The 2008 GPAC Coach-of-the-Year, Brad Pole, returns his offense nearly intact, led by fourth-
year starting quarterback Jon Doom and All-GPAC First Team selections Bubba Slaba (Sr., WR) 
and James Hansen (Jr., OL).  Hansen was also named a College Fanz NAIA All-America 
Honorable Mention, and Slaba shattered every DWU’s single-season receiving record a year ago. 
Also back is All-GPAC Second Team selection Raymond “Boogie” Blossom (Jr., RB) and All-
GPAC Honorable Mention picks Jim Williams (Jr., RB) and Zach Zephier (Jr., OL).  Versatile 
senior wide out Jesse Ayers returns after an injury redshirt and running back Justin Guzman and 
lineman Cody Bier will also play crucial roles in the Tiger offense, which should feature 
incredible balance and potential. 
 
DWU’s defense took a huge step forward in 2008, and though six starters graduated, the Tigers 
return a junior-dominated core of talented defenders.  Marco Mora (Jr., DL), Dane Carlson (Jr., 
LB), Ryan Wagner (Jr., LB), Lucas Sieve (Jr., LB) and Jordan Gau (Jr., FS) all earned All-GPAC 
Honorable Mention honors last season and Derek Washington (Jr., SS) is the team’s returning 
leading tackler.  If a few key players can step up at cornerback and along the defensive line, the 
Tiger defense could be ready for a lot of three-and-outs in 2009. 
 
The DWU special teams may be among the best in the GPAC, led by AFCA All-American, 
College Fanz NAIA All-American Honorable Mention and All-GPAC First Team punter Nick 
Tolsma.  The senior was a special teams weapon for the Tigers last season, and he returns as one 
of the top punters in the entire country in 2009.  Dynamic return specialist Russell McGuire (So.) 
was an All-GPAC Honorable Mention pick and a College Fanz NAIA All-American Honorable 
Mention selection, and kicker Sergio Leon (Jr.) is the school’s career leader in field goals after 
just two seasons. 
 
Excitement is already building in Mitchell for Dakota Wesleyan’s season to kick off on Sept. 5, 
when the 23rd-ranked Tigers host No. 5 Morningside College in a Top 25 showdown at Joe 
Quintal Field.  Other important home dates in 2009 include DWU’s Blue and White Days 
homecoming celebration on Oct. 3 against Midland Lutheran College, and a Nov. 7 showdown 
with No. 19 Northwestern College.  The Tigers top road test will come at top-ranked, defending 
NAIA champion University of Sioux Falls on Oct. 24. 
�
Dana Preview (by: Shad Beam) 
The 2009 edition of the Dana College football team will see several new faces on both sides of 
the ball.  The Vikings return 17 starters from last season, but have several key positions with 
question marks.  Last season the Vikings finished 3-8 overall record and were 2-8 in GPAC play. 
 
Usually known for their offense, Dana looks to make its mark on defense early on.  The “Viking 
Fury” defense will be led by defensive linemen Nate Weathers (SR, Omaha, Nebraska) and 
George Drinnin (JR, Omaha, Nebraska).  Last season, Drinnin finished second on the team in 
tackles with 58.5.  He also had 11 tackles for loss.  Weathers finished the year with 43.5 tackles 
and had two sacks.  
 
The Viking “Air Raid” offense will be looking for an identity this season following the 
graduation of Marcus Sladek.  Sladek rewrote the Viking offensive record book in his four-year 
career.  Dana has a pair of junior quarterbacks vying for the starting job, Jake Harral (JR, Omaha, 
Nebraska) and Brady Quarry (JR, Colorado Springs, Colorado).  Last season, Harral served as the 
back-up to Sladek.  Harral was 33 of 57 for 287 yards in limited action.  Quarry played tight end 
and wide receiver last fall, before moving back under center in the spring.  The duo will be 
pushed by incoming freshman Bo Darrow (Glenwood, Iowa).  Whoever is under center will have 
the experienced hands of Mark Schlueter (JR, Omaha, Nebraska) as a target.  Taylor Wade (JR, 



Council Bluffs, Iowa) and Michael Williamson (SR, Salinas, California) will open fall camp 
battling for the starting running back position. 
 
Special teams for Dana will be a huge question mark as two true freshmen are slotted to take over 
kicking and punting duties.  Eric Kusy (Papillion, Nebraska) is penciled in at the kicker position.  
Ryan Stockman (Papillion, Nebraska) will do the punting. 
 

Doane Preview (by: Rick Schmuecker) 
The Doane football team is coming off a 4-7 record overall and 3-7 conference mark.  The Tigers 
have to reload on the defensive side of the ball where they lose All-American Seth Styskal and 
All-GPAC Josh Warren.  However, year three under Coach Matt Franzen could be a breakout 
year for the offense.  The majority of the offensive line is back, led by All-GPAC Jake Ryba 
(Grand Island).  Ryba, along with the rest of the offensive line, will be expected to provide more 
time for sophomore quarterback Anthony Dunn (Papillion).  Dunn earned the starting nod early 
last year and threw for more than 1,000 yards.  His top two targets are back in Blake Erickson 
(Utica) and Antony Ritton (Auburn).  The running game will be looking for a featured back in the 
preseason with several players returning at that position.  The defense has several holes to fill in 
the front seven.  Selau Sunia will anchor the defensive line while Ryan Gruntorad (Lexington) 
should lead the linebacker corps as they played key roles last year.  The secondary is led by Jake 
Wit.  

Doane opens the season at the College Fanz Sports Network “First Down Classic” on August 29 
in Platte City, Mo., against Avila University.  This will mark the first meeting between Avila and 
Doane.  The Tigers open conference play on September 5 against Hastings College, marking the 
108th meeting between the two teams.  

 Dordt Preview (by: Mike Byker) 
After a year of firsts in 2008 the Dordt College Defender football team is preparing for its’ 
sophomore campaign.  John Heavner is back as head to coach to lead the program forward after 
getting the school’s first varsity football victory in week six of the 2008 season.  The coaching 
staff also includes Bill Bauer as defensive coordinator in this third year with the school and Brant 
Steffey and Mike Garner, the defensive and offensive line coaches respectively. 
 
Ben Robbins and Charles Milton return in the backfield after gaining 279 and 226 yards 
respectively and Joey Vander Schaaf was the team’s top pass catcher with 28 receptions for 370 
yards.  The offensive line will be anchored by Todd Green.  Green earned all-GPAC honorable 
mention last season and will play center.   
 
Phillip Sears and James Rowenhorst, a pair of all-GPAC honorable mention honorees are back on 
defense.  Sears led the team with 57.5 tackles and two interceptions and two fumble recoveries.  
Rowenhorst had a pair of interceptions and was in on 42.5 tackles.  Also back on defense is Jake 
Dykstra who made 52.5 tackles at cornerback with an interception and Eric Torgerson and Matt 
Postmus also accumulated 30.5 and 27 tackles respectively.  
 
Hastings Preview (by: Pat McCauley) 
The 2009 Hastings College Broncos are hoping to continue their steady improvement and climb 
back into the upper tier of the GPAC this season after last year’s 7-4 finish, which was one game 
better than their 2007 record.   
 



Ninth year head coach Paul Mierkiewicz’s squad will count on an experienced defense for the 
2009 season.  Coach Mierkiewicz states, “In this league, the teams with the best defenses tend to 
be the most successful.  With eight returning starters on defense, we hope that can be a key for us 
to achieve success.”  Key defensive returners for the Broncos include senior linebacker 
Mackenzie Hemje (6-1, 207, Hastings, Neb.) along with junior defensive linemen Jake Mueller 
(6-4, 240, Omaha, Neb.) and Pete Botkin (6-0, 285, Millard, Neb.)   
 
Offensively, senior receiver Maurice Mansfield (5-10, 185, Denver, Colo.) will be a key player 
for the Broncos.  Mansfield averaged 17.5 yards per catch and earned 1st Team All-GPAC in 
2008.  Junior Troy Huebert (6-0, 170, Aurora, Neb.) enters camp atop a list of candidates to 
replace two year starter Dayton Edwards at quarterback. Building depth at running back and on 
the offensive line will be a priority early on.  “If we’re going to achieve our offensive goals in the 
2009 season, we must do a better job of running the football,” said Mierkiewicz. 
 
Midland Lutheran Preview (by: Rich Ray) 
The 2009 Midland Lutheran College Warriors football team is carrying momentum into the 
season.  After a 2-8 showing in 2007, the Warriors were 6-5 in 2008 and 5-5 in the GPAC.  MLC 
returns 19 seniors on this year’s squad.  
 
The Warriors strengths include the offense line.  Sam Dancer a first-team GPAC performer 
returns on the front line to lead the way for Brandon Brooks.  The Warrior fullback led the GPAC 
in rushing last year as a junior.  Also in the backfield is Eric Hart.  The senior will provide much 
needed speed and strength to carry the ball throughout the season.  As a group, the offensive line 
has stepped up.  Led by Jordan Crook at center, The Warriors bring back Alex Moses and Curtis 
Lastovica, who was injured in week two, last year.  Not only has the offensive line worked hard 
in the off-season, but they have improved their athleticism. 
 
On defensive, the strongest part of the team is in the backfield.  The Warrior defensive backs are 
very deep and return after intercepting 18 passes in 2008.  MLC was tenth in passing defense in 
the NAIA last season and the entire backfield returns for 2009, led by Chris Luly, a senior from 
Lincoln, who had seven interceptions last year and Brandon Brown, an all-conference second-
team performer last season as a freshman. 
 
 
Morningside Preview (by: Dave Rebstock) 
Morningside comes off a banner 2008 season where it finished 10-2 for its second highest victory 
total in school history. The Mustangs have qualified for the NAIA Championship Series five 
years running and have advanced to at least the quarterfinals each of the last four seasons. 
 
With eight returning starters, the Mustangs could boast one of the best defensive units in the 
nation. The strength of the defense should be a line backing unit that returns first-team All-GPAC 
performer Justin Taylor, who had 78 tackles and a team-high four quarterback hurries, along with 
big play specialists Brett Nickolite and Marshall Tuttle, the team leader with 5.5 quarterback 
sacks. Nickolite, a Victory Sports Network honorable mention All-American in 2007, led the 
Mustangs with 109 tackles last season, including a team-high 15 stops behind the line of 
scrimmage, and has blocked four kicks during his career. Vernon Moore returns to anchor the 
defensive line after a breakout season in 2008 where he ranked second on the team with 12 
tackles for losses and earned first-team All-GPAC laurels. Mike Buckley is the Mustangs' top 
veteran in the secondary with career totals of 11 interceptions and 21 pass breakups. 
 



The major hole to fill will be at quarterback, where the Mustangs graduated last year's national 
passing efficiency leader in Ian Gilworth, who threw 41 touchdown passes and was intercepted 
only twice all season. 
the Mustangs still return a bevy of offensive weapons, led by first-team College Fanz Sports 
Network (CFSN) All-America wide receiver Beau Kildow, who has caught 132 passes for 1,894 
yards and 22 touchdowns over the past three seasons. Joe Don Hunter ran for a team-high 759 
yards and 13 touchdowns, while Jake Peterson ran for 610 yards and 11 TDs en route to first-
team All-GPAC honors. Offensive center Cody Fisher, a second-team All-GPAC pick, leads the 
offensive line returnees. 
 
C.J. Gradoville was a first-team CFSN All-American last year when he was a perfect 12-for-12 
on field goal attempts and led the nation in kick scoring with 112 points. 
 
 
Nebraska Wesleyan Preview (by: Alex Linden) 
Head Coach Brian Keller led Nebraska Wesleyan to seven straight wins to end the 2008 season 
giving NWU three straight 7-3 seasons.  Keller, who enters his 14th season, hopes the 2009 team 
is poised to make a run at the top of the GPAC standings and a trip back to the NAIA playoffs.   
 
Six starters return on offense including senior quarterback Matt Hagge who continued to improve 
throughout his first season as the starting signal caller.  Kory Kahlandt is expected to have a 
breakout season at running back this year.  The senior has over 1,100 career rushing yards and 
will be the feature back of the offense this year.  Tight end Ben Iske led the team in receptions 
last year and will return to be a main threat in the NWU offense.  Three starters return on the 
offensive line in one of the deepest positions on the team. 
 
On defense, the Prairie Wolves posted three shutouts for the second consecutive season and 
NWU was second in the NAIA in scoring defense in 2008.  All-GPAC defensive end Cameron 
Kolling anchors a strong defensive line, while senior Phil Harm will lead the linebackers.  Tony 
Terp is the lone returning starter in the secondary as NWU will have to replace two-time All-
American Phil Schroer.    
 
Northwestern Preview (by: Matt Bos) 
For just the third time since 1967, a new head coach will patrol the Red Raider sideline as Kyle 
Achterhoff takes over for Orv Otten. Achterhoff has spent the last 11 years as the offensive or 
defensive coordinator for Northwestern and will take over a squad that finished the 2008 season 
with a 7-3 record and ranked 18th in the final NAIA poll. It was the sixth consecutive year that the 
tradition-rich Raiders finished the season ranked in the top 20. They are listed by the NAIA as the 
ninth most winning program since 2000. Joining Achterhoff on the sidelines are first-year 
offensive coordinator Joel Penner and special teams coordinator Perry Krosschell. Matt McCarty 
begins his fifth season as the Raiders’ defensive coordinator. Northwestern returns 15starters and 
nearly 30 letter winners from last year as they look to advance to the postseason for the 16th time 
in the program’s history and the first since 2006. Coach Achterhoff also welcomes over 45 
newcomers to the program, one of the largest recruiting classes in the program’s history. 
 
 
Sioux Falls Preview (by: Matt Stull) 
The University of Sioux Falls football team completed a story-book season with a 23-7 victory 
over Carroll College at last year’s national championship game in Rome, Ga. The 2009 Cougars 
will attempt to make a fourth consecutive trip to the championship game, which would give USF 
a shot at a third title in four seasons. 



 
On offense nine starters are back from a year ago, four of which return on the offensive line. All-
American T.J. Wendt (Harrisburg, S.D.) was the only lineman named to the preseason College 
Fanz Sports Network “super six” NAIA players and will be in charge of anchoring the Cougar 
line. Orchestrating a potent offense will be all-American quarterback Lorenzo Brown (Bristol, 
Conn.), who was responsible for 39 touchdowns and nearly 3,000 yards of total offense in 2008. 
All of Brown’s receiving options return and will continue to provide tall, athletic targets this 
season. A deep and talented backfield will be in place but will have a solid standard maintain, as 
the Cougars averaged a nation-leading 235 rush yards per game last season. 
 
The defense is fortunate to return nine starters from last year’s squad that allowed an average of 
14 rush yards per game, 94 pass yards per game and 5.9 points per game. The full rotation on the 
defensive line is back and defensive end Mike Hartley (Rapid City, S.D.) will contend for post 
season honors for the second straight year.  The leading-returning tackler is all-American 
defensive back Trevor Holleman (New Holland, S.D.), also a College Fanz Sports Network 
“super-six” player. Marlon Lobban was credited with 11 tackles for a loss and four sacks last 
season and will team with national championship game defensive MVP Kyle Cummings to form 
a speedy linebacker corps.  
 
The Cougars will ride a 14 game win streak into the season but will face a tough schedule that 
includes road games at Northwestern, Morningside and the University of North Dakota. The 2009 
squad must find a new kicker and punter but returns 18 starters from their national championship 
team. Coupled with several key additions during the off-season, a run at a fourth consecutive 
GPAC title and a trip back to Rome, Georgia. is possible.
